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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 67-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 08/29/2023, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.2, a BUN of 23 and an estimated GFR that is 50 mL/min. The patient has proteinuria that is less 200 mg/g of creatinine. I have to point out that the patient does not have diabetic retinopathy.

2. Coronary artery disease. The patient developed chest pain in May 2023. Because of two consecutive days of chest pain, the patient went to emergency room. She was evaluated and the need for a cardiac cath was established by Dr. Shimshak to her today in cardiac cath lab and two stents were placed in the right coronary artery and the circumflex. The patient is feeling much better. I have to point out that this patient is on Jardiance.

3. Nocturnal hypertension. Blood pressure reading today 114/73.
4. Hyperuricemia that is under control.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. This patient has a BMI that is pretty close to normal. Her cardiologist is Dr. Bhandare and she follows with her regularly. We are going to give an appointment to see us in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in the lab, 20 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
