SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Katyln is a 36-year-old married Caucasian female mother of two school going kids described now the school has opened she has now involved in her work of transporting patients from home to the clinic for radiation and other treatment. She describes she is still temporarily, but she will ask for some more time. She described her medication has been helping. First dose of dextroamphetamine in the morning 8 o’clock and other dose is at 12:30 and all day long she maintained her ability to focus, attentive, and cooperative. No distraction or any disruptiveness was noted. She denies medication has been working and she has been doing good. No suicidal thoughts. No depression or anxiety. No hallucinations or delusion. Risks, benefits, and side effects explained. I also explained that whatever the way she has been using if she is left over with the medications, she can make an appointment in six weeks to which she agreed.
ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder symptomatically stable, improved functioning, improved compliance with the medication. A 30-day supply of the medication was ordered.
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
