SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis is a 69-year-old married Caucasian male living at 1353 __________, Madison Heights, MI 48071 indicated that he has been feeling good and sleeping good. His medication is working. Denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been compliance with the medication treatment. He also seeing his therapist regularly and making positive improvement. I discussed with him whether he check his Depakote level, he described that this week he has to see his primary care doctor and we will ask them to get a Depakote level. The patient was explained about the medication and educated him about the treatment. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized.
