John is a 78-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with endstage Alzheimer’s senile dementia. The patient suffers from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, weight loss, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, multiple infarcts related to his diabetes, BPH, diabetic neuropathy causing severe pain, recently weight loss, ADL dependency, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia and now becoming bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient lives with his family. His family would like the patient to be kept at home and would like for hospice to take over the patient’s care. They feel like the patient is no longer able to go back and forth to the hospital. Given the patient’s current findings as was mentioned above along with advanced diabetes and effect of diabetes on this patient’s body most likely he has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
