BREWER, ELIZABETH
Mrs. Brewer is an 89-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of pulmonary fibrosis; also she suffers from history of CVA and congestive heart failure. The patient has heart valve disorder, esophageal mass, anemia, achalasia and dysphagia. The patient is dyspneic at all times. She is sleeping now but 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is totally and completely disabled, bedbound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, requires turning every two hours, having more and more difficult with swallow, does not want to eat, has decreased appetite. She has lost weight due to her illness. She is short of breath at all time as I said. She had lost 20 pounds before placement on hospice. Now, she has lost total of 3 pounds. She weighs less than 80 pounds currently. She is no longer able to ambulate. KPS score remains 40%, expected to live less than six months. Hence, the patient remains hospice appropriate.
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
