DAVIS, MARY
Ms. Davis is a 72-year-old lady on hospice with history of colon cancer. The patient also suffers from altered mental status, confusion, neutropenia, agranulocyte cytosis related to chemotherapy, bradycardia, severe weakness related to bradycardia, hypothyroidism, recent history of sepsis and the patient is in pain at all times.

The patient requires pain medications around the clock. The pain medications along with metastatic colon cancer has left her confused, decreased mentation and weight loss. The patient’s primary caregiver is her husband. She is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. She does have a port in her right upper chest nevertheless. She requires help with turning any type of activity makes her very short of breath. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is totally dependent on her husband, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has decreased appetite. She is not eating and she has lost 3.5 pounds since the last hospice evaluation and certification. The patient therefore remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
