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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT

Kayla Rader was seen today for neurological reevaluation. She was originally seen on July 28, 2023, for evaluation and treatment of her recurrent migraine.
She is seeing her primary care physician and has been identified to have serious malnutrition with vitamin deficiency to vitamin B12, which has been initiated.

A therapeutic challenge was provided here and was positive indicating the need for ongoing treatment for B12 deficiency.
She has been provided with nutritional supplementation and general women’s vitamin.

She was initiated on Ubrelvy medication, which was beneficial and then readjusted to Emgality 120 mg subcutaneous injections, which has been using monthly with almost complete suppression of recurrent cephalgia.

Breakthrough headaches are controlled with Ubrelvy.

In consideration with her clinical presentation the sliding she will need ongoing nutritional supplementation.

I am adding riboflavin vitamin B2 400 mg therapeutic capsules to her regimen for headache prophylaxis 
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I will see her for med check reevaluation and followup considering further care as necessary to control her recurrent but not intractable cephalgia.
I will send a followup report when she returns.
