SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 73-year-old Hispanic gentleman who is presenting to my office referred by Dr. Amador for evaluation of elevated serum creatinine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. Diabetes mellitus type II for the last 10 years.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Coronary artery disease status post stenting.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary artery stenting and stab wound surgery of the abdomen.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone and has five children, one deceased. No smoking. Occasional alcohol use. No drug use. He still actually working as a carpenter.

FAMILY HISTORY:  Mother with her diabetes mellitus type II and hypertension. Father was healthy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include benazepril, Farxiga, finerenone, glipizide, and simvastatin.

IMMUNIZATIONS: He received all COVID shots but he does not remember the number.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headache. He uses glasses. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No cough. No heartburn. No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. He has regular bowel movements. No melena. No nocturia. He has no straining upon urination. He has complete bladder emptying. Occasional leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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LABORATORY DATA: Laboratory data available to me include the following: Blood sugar was 48, BUN 28, creatinine 1.64, estimated GFR is 44, potassium 5.1, total CO2 25, albumin 5, liver function test are normal, hemoglobin is 11.1, platelet count 178, urine no proteins, and uric acid 8.6..

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient has multiple risk factors for chronic kidney disease including diabetes mellitus type II instrumentation and other. We are going to do a full renal workup including imaging studies, serologic workup, and quantification of proteinuria if any.

2. Diabetes mellitus type II. Continue current management.

3. Mild hyperkalemia. We are going to recheck the patient is on Kerendia. We are going to advised upon recheck.

4. Coronary artery disease status post stenting currently asymptomatic.
