The patient was seen today for the sole purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. Mr. Milson is going into his _________ benefit period. Mr. Milson is a 69-year-old gentleman. Mr. Milson is a 69-year-old gentleman in hospice with end-stage renal disease, obstructive uropathy, and kidney stone status post removal of kidney stone. The patient has had some improvement in his renal function. He also has hypercalcemia, decubitus ulcer buttocks left foot, peripheral vascular disease, BPH, renal insufficiency, throat cancer, and history of malnutrition. He is quite weak. He is thin. He is very confused. He had lost tremendous amount of weight earlier like 70-80 pounds and is not able to gain his weight back. He has bouts of confusion per caretaker. His change in mental status and confusion is related both to his renal disease as well as dementia. His PPS score is at 40%. He sleeps about 8 to 12 hours a day. He requires the help of the caretaker. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. His weight loss has resulted in LMAC of 21 with muscle wasting in the lower and upper extremity. He also has an intense itching from time to time. His overall prognosis remains great. We had a talk today regarding hemodialysis. He is definitely not interested in initiating or talking about dialysis, as he had made that decision in the past. His overall prognosis remains poor. Given his end-stage renal disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Review of the records indicates that he is consistently hypotensive which puts him at a high risk of fall and orthostatic hypotension leads him to dizziness and other issues and problems which the caretaker says he suffers from time-to-time as well.
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
