ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with biopsies.

INDICATION: To followup on previous gastric polyp, to rule out recurrence. Weight loss. Anemia. Rule out occult upper gastrointestinal bleeding.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (monitored anesthesia care). A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the third portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb, second and third portion of duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of scope. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.

FINDINGS: Polypectomy site in the proximal body identified by adjacent spot marker appeared to be unremarkable with no evidence of recurrent polyp. Biopsies obtained from the polypectomy site. Nonspecific spotty erythema in the body and antrum of the stomach, biopsies obtained. Irregular Z-line, biopsies obtained from distal esophagus to check for short-segment Barrett’s esophagus. Otherwise, unremarkable upper endoscopy.




IMPRESSION:
1. Polypectomy scar in the proximal body identified with the help of adjacent spot marker, appears to be unremarkable with no evidence of recurrent polyp, biopsies obtained.

2. Nonspecific Spotty erythema in the body and antrum of the stomach. Slightly irregular Z-line.

PLAN:

1. Review of pathology.

2. Follow up office visit in two weeks or as needed.
