CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, sore throat, and flu-like symptoms for two days with clearing of above, but continued sore throat.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Type II diabetes, hypertension, benign prostatic hypertrophy, states doing okay.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. He does concrete work. Had rash before that has cleared.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except for slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. No adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing performed with positive COVID test and negative strep test.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: COVID.

PLAN: Because of presence of COVID and request for injections, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone IM with prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK, not given Paxlovid since he has been sick for several days already and appears to be clearing latent sore throat. Follow up with his PCP and here as needed.
