Mrs. Embry is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her evaluation of hypoparathyroidism. She also has a history of type II diabetes. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anemia, and she is followed by the cancer specialist to derive the cause for her anemia. She also has a history of hematuria. She is also followed by Dr. Bandari and found no cardiac issues. She has also lost 15 pounds over the last year, which has been unintentional. She reports some palpitations, some dry skin, and fatigue at times. She also has a history of osteopenia and hysterectomy as well as right eye surgery secondary to right eye blindness from a childhood injury with bow and arrow. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of her hypoparathyroidism, we will get a current parathyroid level in the setting of a CMP and I will also get an ionized calcium level, vitamin D, and spot urine calcium level. Her last parathyroid hormone level was low at level of 10 and this is correlating to serum calcium level of 9.9. She does have a history of slightly elevated calcium level of 10.8 back in April 2023. We will get confirmatory testing.

2. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg daily.

3. Noted that the patient has a family history of thyroid cancer including a brother who had thyroid cancer and died of stomach cancer, her sister had thyroid cancer, and her other brother has hypothyroidism.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily and fenofibrate 160 mg daily.

5. For her hypertension, continue current therapy with amlodipine 5 mg daily. She has been also evaluated by cardiology with no cardiac issues.

6. For her history of hematuria, she has been followed by the cancer specialist Dr. Yallu and they are trying to find out the cause of her anemia as well as the cause of her hematuria.
