HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old girl. Mother brings her in following up on sore throat and cough. We actually saw her two days ago. Apparently yesterday she had a worsening affect. However this morning she is feeling much better. She is on amoxicillin as well as Bromfed. She is feeling much better now. Mother wanted to bring her in just for evaluation.

No more fevers. She is eating well. Normal bowel and bladder.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on amoxicillin and Bromfed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke. We did a COVID test today by way of labs, it was negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/68. Pulse 92. Respirations 16. Temperature 97. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 119 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area now has improved to a point where there is just slight erythema.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a followup exam for pharyngitis and cough. She will continue on the amoxicillin and Bromfed which was prescribed two days ago. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest; she will probably stay home today. She can go back to school tomorrow.
