HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old young man here with complaint of cough. He was actually here two days prior. He states he is not feeling much better and in reality what happened he was not feeling well two days ago, yesterday his symptoms got a bit worse. Today, he is feeling better. He still has a cough however.

He was given two days ago Bromfed DM for cough as well as Keflex for an antibiotic.

He continues on those medications today.

No new symptoms. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function. Yesterday he did have a fever of 101.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As above.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/70. Pulse 69. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 74 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include COVID-19, it was negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough and followup from pharyngitis. The patient will continue on the Keflex given two days ago and he will continue on the Bromfed for the cough.

2. No new medications were given today. He is going to be home, both today and tomorrow from school. He will need a note for that. They are going to continue monitoring and return to clinic if not improving. His symptoms are very mild at this point. He maintains his normal everyday activities. There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Mother will continue to monitor or entering into a time of watchful waiting.
