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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old white female with diabetes mellitus. The patient has gained control of her disease. The patient remains in a BMI of 25. The blood pressure and hyperlipidemia have been under control and the kidney function remains very stable. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 08/23/2023, the patient has a serum creatinine of 1 with a BUN of 28 and an estimated GFR of 55 mL/min. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The potassium is 4.2.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure log that the patient brought today shows that systolic is around 130 and the diastolic around 70.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.8, which continues to improve as time goes by. The patient is followed on regular basis by endocrinology.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control with the administration of atorvastatin.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Siracuse.

7. The patient continues to be in excellent balance from the diabetes point of view, arterial hypertension, cardiovascular disease, and hyperlipidemia. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 8 minutes in the evaluation of the lab, 17 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
