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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 94-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. This patient has nephrosclerosis related to hypertension, hyperlipidemia and aging process. The patient does not have proteinuria; the serum creatinine is 1.6 and the estimated GFR is in the 30 mL/min.

2. Arterial hypertension with a systolic of 150. I think that for her age that is adequate.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient continues to take the statins, atorvastatin 40 mg on daily basis.

4. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post one PCI. There was no compromise of the myocardium. The ejection fraction has remained 60%.

5. Status post bioprosthetic valve replacement of the aorta done in 2017, that is followed by cardiology.

6. Osteoarthritis treated with Tylenol. There is no evidence of hyperparathyroidism or hyperkalemia at the present time.
