Lungs: No wheezing. No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: The patient is awake, lying on the bed, feeling sleepy, and not answering any questions.

1. The patient has a multiple medical problems CVA.
