DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 51-year-old endstage renal disease patient that has been complaining of severe hip pain. The patient is scheduled to have a left hip replacement and is here for clearance. This patient has been compliant at the Kidney Center. He maintains a good fluid management. He does not gain more than 2 kilos between treatments and the chemistry has been acceptable. This patient has been taking aspirin and Plavix because he has two stents. For the proposed procedure, the patient is in moderate risk from our point of view. We are going to advise the patient to hold the administration of aspirin as well as Plavix 72 hours prior to the procedure. The clearance was sent via fax to the Watson Clinic.
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
