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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old African American male that is a diabetic and has developed endstage renal disease. The patient receives dialysis three times a week. Recently, admitted to the hospital with chest discomfort and, after cardiac evaluation, it was determined that the patient needed a cardiac catheterization; six stents were placed. The patient has been weak and tired and he states that has lost the appetite ever since he had the procedure. He was told that eventfully he would recover this appetite.

2. The patient has the presence of persistent back pain. This back pain has been addressed by the pain manager and the VA in West Palm Beach; however, he is an 85-year-old man and he cannot be going there on a monthly basis and, for that reason, we are going to refer to the local doctor pain manager.

3. The patient is having panic attacks and he is unable to reconcile the sleep. We are going to increase the administration of alprazolam to 1 mg p.o. three times a day.

4. Seizure disorder that is treated with the administration of the oxcarbazepine. The patient has been seizure-free.

5. Arterial hypertension under control.

6. Peripheral neuropathy that is treated with Lyrica. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months.

We invested reviewing the lab 7 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
