DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that we follow in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient wants to see the primary doctor today and I found the edema in the left lower extremity more apparent than when we saw her last. This patient has evidence of bradycardia that has been asymptomatic. She has left knee surgery; however, to the physical examination, the patient has discrepancy in the diameter of the size, the left higher than the right. We are going to decrease the intake of sodium to 2000 mg in 24 hours. We are going to increase the furosemide to 40 mg on daily basis and enforce the fluid restriction and motivation to use the support stockings. We are going to order abdominal and pelvic ultrasound to see if there is a reason for this edema and we are going to reevaluate the case afterwards.

We spent 5 minutes reviewing the lab, 12 minutes in the face-to-face, and 5 minutes in the documentation.
