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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2011, during the summertime, the patient was off the coast of Hawaii.  The patient tells me that he was in the Amphibious Assault Vehicle.  The patient tells me that the Amphibious Assault Vehicle flipped over. It flipped upside down.  The patient tells me that the vehicle hit his head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was dazed, confused, and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient tells me that he persistently having confusion, disorientation, headache and dizziness throughout that day and that night. 
The patient has second event in 2014, the patient was off the coast of Southern California according to the patient.  The patient was doing retrieval work.  The patient tells me that he slipped and hit the right face and right temple.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.

The patient had a third episode in 2016.  The patient tells me that he was off of coast in Philippines.  The patient was on another Amphibious Assault Vehicle.  The patient tells me that it was under typhoon condition.  There was a big wave, and caused her vehicle to catch fire.  The patient tells me that he hit his head because it was such a big wave.  The patient tells me that he lost consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.

The patient tells me that he currently is a full-time student.  The patient tells me that he has significant cognitive deficit.  He has poor memory.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient tells me that he had these blackout events.  The patient had severe headache every day.  The patient has decrease ability to concentrate.

The patient currently is a full-time student.  The patient tells me that she just got out of the Air Force.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with his coursework, because of the poor memory and constant headache.  The headache is effecting his concentration and focus.  The patient tells me that he is not able to do well in school as a full time student.  The patient has intermittent blackout.

MoCA examination score today is 18/30.  The patient missed 1 *__________* at each letter A.  The patient missed 3 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 1 on language. The patient missed one letter F.  The patient missed 5 on delay recall.  The patient missed 1 on city.  His score is 18/30.

It is my opinion that the patient sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that there were three incidents in which he hit his head and caused a loss of consciousness.  In the first episode in 2011, off the coast of Hawaii.  The patient was on Amphibious Assault Vehicle which flipped over and hit his head and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He woke up confused and disoriented.  The second episode was in 2014 off the coast of Southern California.  The patient tells me that he hit the right face, had immediate loss of consciousness.

In 2016, the patient was off to coast of Philippines.  The patient was in Amphibious Assault Vehicle.  There was a big typhoon waves flipped his vehicle over and caused the vehicle to fire.  The patient tells me that he hit his head, had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  Currently, he is having symptoms with cognitive memory.  The patient definitely has poor memory. The MoCA examination , the patient missed all 5 on delay recall.  MoCA examination score was 18/30.  The patient has constant headaches.  The patient has had headaches every day.  The patient has forgetfulness every day.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient is not able to draw focus and concentrate on school work as a full time student.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury as he had loss of consciousness three times, followed by headache, confusion, and disorientation.  He apparently has significant memory deficits.  He has poor memory, difficulty focus, and headaches.  These all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
