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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1979, the patient tells me that military police gave him a ticket because he was out of uniform.  The patient tells me that the military police subsequently hit his head.  The patient tells me that he had head injury from the military police not because the military police hit his head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  He told me that he woke up in the hospital.  He does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  However, he had to stay in the hospital for three days.  The patient was treated for head injury.  There was no surgery done.  He woke up with severe headaches, confusion, disorientation, and lightheadedness.

The patient currently has significant daily headaches.  He also has significant daily dizziness.  His memory is also poor.  He has got very poor memory.  He has had significant forgetfulness.  He also has loss of concentration.
The patient tells me that he is now retired.  He is doing babysitting jobs. 

MoCA examination score was 24/30.  The patient missed 1 on attention.  The patient missed 1 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.  The patient has poor delay recall.
