The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Afghanistan.  It was either 2008 or 2009.  The patient does not know the exact date.  The patient tells me that there was RPG attack.  The attack caused an explosion.  It exploded about 5-feet away from him.  It caused immediate loss of consciousness from the shockwave.  The patient fell down and hit the ground.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disorientated.  The patient has *__________*.  The patient was acting abnormal.  The patient was behaving abnormally.  The patient tells me he had abnormality the day and after.  The patient tells me that that he was hallucinating.  The patient tells me that he was acting weird.  He had mood changes.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient has amnesia.  The patient does not remember what happened.  The patient tells me that he was like this for the next few days.  The patient also has significant ringing in the ears.  The patient also has slurred speech.  The patient is not able to put out his words.  His balance was off.

The patient currently has significant headaches.  The headaches are almost daily basis.  The patient has ringing in the ears on the left side.  The patient has loss of balance.  The patient has irrational thoughts.  The patient has poor memory.  He has increasing forgetfulness.  The patient gets confused and disoriented.  The patient has significant aggression and irritability.  The patient feels dizzy, fatigue, and light sensitivity.  The patient is sensitive to light.  The patient is dizzy all times.  The patient has poor balance.

The patient is currently working for the postop as a delivery man.  The patient tells me that his memory is so poor that he got lost driving.  The patient tells me that he cannot remember direction anymore.  The patient has significant difficulty to deliver his mail because he has poor memory.  There are times that he would drive to a place and he does not know where he is.  The patient also has significant light sensitivity and headaches which is effecting the driving.  The patient has decreased ability to drive.  The patient also has significant sound sensitivity and light sensitivity.  The patient has poor balance that is also effecting the way he drives and also the way he delivery the mail.

The patient’s MoCA examination is 24/30.  The patient missed 1 on attention.  The patient missed 1 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.  The patient missed 1 on abstraction.  His score is 24/30.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient’s delay recall is only 2/5.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had explosion from an RTG attack.  The patient tells me the explosion was only 5-feet away from him.  The patient tells me that shockwave caused him to immediate loss of consciousness and dropped to the ground.  The patient has immediate consciousness for five minute.  When he woke up, the patient has severe head pain, ringing in the ears, lightheadedness, confusion and disorientation.
The patient tells me that he has severe headache as a matter of fact the patient had behaving abnormal for the next two days.  The patient states he was hallucinating.  His mood was abnormal.  The patient had slurred speech.  The patient was not able to put the words out.  The patient has balance difficulties.  Since then the patient has significant headaches.  He would have headache every day.  His memory became very poor.  MoCA examination, his MoCA examination score is only 24/30.  His delay recall is 2/5.   He has current symptoms of headaches, confusion, disorientation, cognitive deficits, poor memory, aggression, irritability, light sensitivity, and ringing in the ears, these all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.  I believe that these symptoms are from his traumatic brain injury. 
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
