SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. As was reported by the nursing staff that patient was having some delusion. When I saw the patient earlier in the medical floor, she was sitting on the bed and breathing comfortable but after one hour reported the staff again patient was tachycardic heart rate up to 170 and she has a fast tachypnea and tachycardia. The patient herself is forgetful, disoriented, and confused. She is a very poor historian.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, forgetful, disoriented, and confused.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/87, pulse 117, temperature 97.2, respiration 20, and pulse ox she is requiring oxygen 2 liters she is 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral diminished breath sounds in the lower lung and some wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and obese. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left BKA healed. Right leg no edema.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful, disoriented, and confused.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has acute respiratory distress with tachypnea and tachycardia.

2. COPD acute exacerbation. The patient was reported to have some dyspnea and wheezing two days ago. I started the patient on prednisone along with frequent nebulizer treatment but apparently is not helping her much.

3. The patient recently treated for Pseudomonas pneumonia at the lung in the hospital. She also has a ESRD status post renal transplant.

4. Diabetes mellitus. Today, her blood sugar also has been high.

PLAN: Because of acute respiratory distress, COPD acute exacerbation with hyperglycemia, tachypnea, and tachycardia the patient will be transferred to the hospital urgently for further evaluation and the management. She is a high-risk patient. I have discussed with the patient family because patient has dementia and family want everything to be done full code. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff on duty.
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
