1. Type II diabetes.

Dear Dr. Char Bush:

Thank you for referring Gordon Moody

Gordon was seen for evaluation and examination August 19, 2023, with demonstrating clinical manifestations of tremor.

His examination did not demonstrate inducible neuromuscular resistance or cogwheeling to suggest Parkinson’s disease.

He gave a long-standing history of recurrent tremor for which his manifestations would suggest physiological tremor.

He was initiated on propranolol 10 mg tablets, which he is taking four times a day.

By his report, there has been little if any change in his tremor on this medication.

He otherwise reports he is doing well.

I have no data on his CPAP evaluation or treatment, which we will be requesting.

In consideration for further treatment, I am increasing his propranolol dosage to 20 mg to take three or four times a day.
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He will be scheduled for medication check reevaluation and consideration for adjustment of his treatment regimen.

I will send a followup report at that time.
