HPI: An 82-year-old gentleman whose annual CMP and CBC were drawn and reviewed with him.
DIAGNOSES: Hypertensive heart disease, peripheral vascular disease, lymphedema, COPD, BPH, GERD, major depressive disorder and generalized muscle weakness.

MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin 150 mg q.d., lactulose 15 mL q.d. p.r.n., Proscar q.d., FeSO4 325 mg one tablet q.d., folic acid 1 mg q.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., losartan 25 mg q.d. with parameters of when to hold, Mag-Ox one tablet q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., pravastatin 80 mg h.s., probiotic q.d., spironolactone 50 mg q.d., Flomax two capsules q.d., testosterone 1 mL q. month, Trelegy Ellipta one time q.d., torsemide 20 mg q.d., Voltaren gel t.i.d. joint pain; the patient keeps at bedside, and Xarelto 20 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: VANCOMYCIN.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. Values are WNL, no treatment needed.

2. Hyperkalemia. Potassium is 5.2 and review of the patient’s medications show KCl 10 mEq and it was p.o. q.d. He has been on potassium 10 mEq q.d. It was put on hold starting today 09/12/25. We will continue to hold and recheck a level on Tuesday, 09/16/25 and then we will restart KCl 10 mEq Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Saturday and recheck a potassium level on 09/23/25.
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
