HPI: An 80-year-old gentleman who on 09/10/25 had hematuria. Review of his medication, he was on Plavix and ASA as two anticoagulant medications. His Plavix has been on hold since the hematuria was seen. UA was obtained. Review of it does not show evidence for a UTI. As of 09/10/25, it states that labs are still pending. In speaking with the patient in his room, he tells me that he has not had any bleeding since he quit taking the Plavix. We are going to continue without it through the weekend, we will check in on Monday; if he continues to do okay and no hematuria, then we will consider continuing with the aspirin, but increasing the strength.
