CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 100-year-old female. Annual lab was done and is reviewed. CBC shows a normal H&H, but macrocytic indices.
DIAGNOSES: Late–onset Alzheimer’s disease, OAB, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, osteoporosis, ASCVD, GERD, hyperlipidemia and bilateral hearing loss.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.12h. routine and q.8h. p.r.n. NTE 3 g q.d., MOM 30 mL b.i.d. p.r.n., cranberry capsule one b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg q.12h., Lasix 20 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.a.m., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d., PreserVision one capsule q.d., and Senokot one tablet q.8h. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE, FISH, LOTREL and SULFA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Normal H&H with macrocytosis. The patient is on an MVI that was started on 07/08/2025. I am going to go ahead and add a B complex vitamin as well.
2. Hypoproteinemia mild. At this point, we will just continue with diet as is.

3. Elevated BUN and creatinine. BUN is 43.9 and creatinine is 1.76. Encourage increased fluid at this point. No intervention required.
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
