CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman who is here for skilled care after BKA of right lower extremity. He had a non-healing wound that lead to sepsis and prolonged hospitalization. He has completed antibiotic therapy. He is awaiting next week to have his staples removed. He was seen in his room, family was present, but we reviewed his labs as well. He states that he is feeling good and no complaints. The patient also had episode of hypotension. He takes lisinopril 10 mg daily and I will address that.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/78, pulse 86, temperature 98.6, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, and weight on 09/10/25 was 178.1 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Lab review. CBC: He has H&H of 8.3 and 23.8 with macrocytic indices of 95.4 and 33.8 and I am starting B complex vitamin one p.o. q.d.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.1 and 2.9. I am writing for protein drink one b.i.d. Family can provide.

3. Hyponatremia mild at 1.33. We will hold off supplementing with NaCl tablet. The protein drink may have some sodium in it that will compensate for the current value. The patient understood what we discussed and had no questions.
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
