HPI: A 77-year-old female currently being treated for UTI. She has Enterococcus faecalis which has been treated with nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. for seven days and Pseudomonas aeruginosa being treated with Cipro 500 mg b.i.d., also treated for seven days; both antibiotics were started on 09/08/25. I was contacted today that the patient’s urine was concentrated, she looked dry.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/76, pulse 103, temperature 97.1, respirations 24, and O2 sat 93% RA.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: I ordered to hold antibiotics going forward. She is now getting 1 L of IV fluid subcutaneously as she was a difficult stick and her veins would not tolerate the IV. In her room, she did have darkened urine, but I do not have a comparison or does the nurse who was in there compared to what it was earlier. She was sleeping soundly. I was able to examine her. She did kind of open her eyes, but then did not speak. So, we will continue with what was stated above and a stat BMP was also ordered today and it has been drawn and we will await results.
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
