I had the pleasure to see Tracey today for initial evaluation for seizure disorder.

CHIEF COMPLAINT

Seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 55-year-old female, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the caregiver.  The patient has seizures for about 10-year history.  They do not know the cause of the seizure. It was possibly related to Risperdal allergies according to the caregiver.  The patient has about three seizures in the past year.  The last seizure was three years ago.  The patient suddenly dropped to the ground and hit the head.  The patient has complete loss of consciousness. The patient has tonic-clonic activity.  The patient also has urinary incontinence.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.

The patient is divorced. The patient has two children.  The patient is a cosmetologist.  The patient smokes electric cigarettes almost for 40 years.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has hair loss and rash.  The patient has short of breath, heartburn, urinary urgency, joint pain, muscle pain, cramps, numbness, tingling and depression.
IMPRESSION
1. History of for seizure disorder for about 10 years.  The cause of the seizure is undetermined at this time.  According to the caregiver, it may be related to Risperdal allergies.  It is all according to the caregiver.   The patient had three seizures last year.  The last time was three weeks ago, the patient was suddenly dropped to the ground and having loss of consciousness and convulsive seizures.  The patient is currently taking Keppra.  We recommend the patient to take Keppra 1000 mg twice a day.

2. The patient is also taking Depakote 500 mg pills, two pills q.h.s.

3. The patient is also taking Lyrica, which is also a seizure medication, 75 mg one pill three times a day.

4. Recommend the patient continue to take her medication.  Explained to the patient to let me know if she develops any seizure activities.  The patient also needs a blood test such as comprehensive metabolic panel, CBC, and Depakote level every six months.
