SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup in long-term care. The patient reported few weeks ago with bilateral breast pain and patient was seen by Optum nurse and they have order sonogram for the breast. On examination, she was also noted to have labia area rash and ulcer. She was started on antibiotic by the Optum nurse. Currently, the patient has no breast pain when I saw the patient and she is taking antibiotics for the infection of boil that is being treated with antibiotic in the labia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/80, pulse 67, temperature 98.4, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Breast: Exam: I saw the patient with the nurse with me in the room bilateral breast exam, no nipple discharge. No palpable mass. No palpable nodules. No discoloration. No evidence of infection or cellulitis in the both breast.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Chronic bilateral leg edema. She has a known DVT left leg. She has been anticoagulated.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative. She has ambulatory dysfunction and using wheelchair to ambulate.

LABORATORY DATA: We did sonogram no mass identified. Because of previous chronic leg edema, we did echo done in the past because when she has a DVT and leg edema was not responding much. Her previous echocardiogram and ejection fraction was also 75%. Today, no acute issue reported.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Boil in the labia. She is on Augmentin and we will complete the course.

2. Atypical breast pain that has resolved.

3. Previous history of chronic leg edema.

4. DVT left leg.
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5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. Obesity.

7. Arthritis.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medication reviewed. Care plan discussed with nursing staff and also the NP from Optum.
