HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother. He is deaf and nonverbal. Mother states that the school called them and stated that he has pinkeye and needs a note to be cleared to go back to school. She did state that two days ago, they were cleaning in the house, dusting, doing deep cleaning because maybe the child’s father has moved out and she tried to clean the house out. There was a lot of dust in the house and the child does have known allergy to dust and has been rubbing his eyes. No fevers. No body aches. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Deaf and autism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have a liver biopsy from CMV.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is in no acute distress.

EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Right eye does have mild erythema to the cornea. Ears are clear. No TM bulging. Nose has no rhinorrhea noted. Throat is clear with no edema or exudate noted.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Right eye irritation and seasonal allergies.
PLAN: Advised mother to utilize Refresh eye drops for comfort and Zyrtec for allergy management. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
