CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of intermittent right lower quadrant abdominal pain with nausea and diarrhea for the past several days, seen at emergency room two days ago in Kingwood with a negative CAT scan, was told “possible appendicitis”, released, followup with PCP according to the family.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 2+ epigastric tenderness and tenderness in the right flank. Remainder exam including: Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

UA and urine culture were obtained with apparently negative findings.
PLAN: Ultrasound was considered, but because of recurrent lower abdominal pain, it was elected to send the patient back to the emergency room for a repeat CAT scan and further evaluation. Follow up with PCP.
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
