PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Dressing in place, left fourth finger. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup compound injury with maceration and followup fracture by history, left finger, still in finger brace and dressing, seen by surgeon yesterday with recommendation of physical therapy and followup on 10/16/25. We will authorize referral to physical therapy; the patient now lives in McAllen, wants to see a physical therapist there. Advised to follow up in one month after she follows up with hand surgeon for possible release, to continue hand care as directed by hand surgeon.
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
