The patient presents with history of nausea, sore throat, and bitemporal headache for the past day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Mother states he is in receiving disciplinary action at school for the past 45 days, has five days left, for using bad language to his teacher.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema 2+. Neck: Adenopathy on the left 1+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep test performed which is positive. Also, because of elevated pulse of 140, sent home from school and came here showing slight hypertrophy with presence of strep with cervical adenitis, also with tachycardia.
PLAN: He had an EKG performed as above. Given amoxicillin to take for 10 days with followup with PCP and here if necessary.
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
