I am going to just forward to the hospice nurse who is now following the patient that to try to communicate with them as to the patient’s being in facility along with his wife is not going out for a repeat sleep study and see what compromise can be found. At this point, the patient is reported to sleep through the night without any difficulties. For this issue also, we will see if we can get a hold of the patient’s daughter who was here for their admit and see if she has any further information.
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
