CC: Behavioral issues and altered behavior.

HPI: A 79-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease. There has been evident progression of his dementia, for example, increasing word apraxia recently. Speech was just garbled and nonsensical and he was completely unaware of that and a decline in his personal care. Hair was disheveled. His dress was not as neat and tucked in as it has been his pattern with increasing forgetfulness. He does not appear to remember the relationship or the friendship that he has had with another resident and spending less time around this person, but is receptive should they seek him out and overall when he was spoken to today regarding some things that have been seen in the last couple of days to include today, he did not understand what was being talked about and appeared truly confused. He had dressed in his pajamas another day this week and then today, he was undressing in front of the maintenance staff, not seemingly aware that they were present and he had really nothing to say. Given these behavioral changes and just overall appearance change, DON COVID tested the patient and he was negative and will now rule out any contributing infectious or metabolic abnormality. When I went to his room, he was sleeping soundly in his bed. I was able to listen to his heart and lungs without any movement on his part.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with staging, anxiety/OCD behavior, BPH, HTN, and ASCVD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/12/23 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is sleeping soundly and was not interrupted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Staging with clear progression of Alzheimer’s disease. UA with C&S, CBC, and CMP. We will await to hear lab results. Until then just to monitor the patient for appropriate dress outside of his room.

2. General care. We will also look into home health with Select to assess any skilled care nurse needs and we will go from there.
