HPI: An 87-year-old she and her husband have been in residence since 08/16 and I went to see them they were both at a music activity but later came up by request. I am told that they come out for meals and said activity both cooperative with care. The patient’s wife is the one who leads him to do things. He has both visual and auditory deficits that are more than were insinuated on admission. She is very pleasant and cooperative. She states that they are both sleeping at night. Their appetites are good. Family often brings in things for them and they have plenty to snack on in her words. She seems in good spirits when seen.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia moderate stage, no BPSD, DM II, mixed HLD, HTN, anxiety, B12 deficiency, ASCVD, and hypercalcemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/24 note.

DIET: NCS.

ALLERGIES: ACE INHIBITORS, ARICEPT, DEMEROL, and MORPHINE.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older female who was observed walking up with her husband guiding him to their room and then situating the seating arrangement so that it would be easy for him to navigate.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 166/89, pulse 73, temperature 98, respirations 16, and weight 126.1 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is steady and upright. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. She has no lower extremity edema. She does not use an assistive device.

NEURO: She is alert. She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She can speak for both of them. She is oriented x2. She has to reference for date and time. She has not had to ask for a lot of staff assist as family has been around and she manages husband fairly well on her own.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CBC review. WNL there is nothing that needs to be addressed.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.7, albumin WNL at 3.8, and recommend protein drink one every other day.

3. Screening TSH. Thyroid function WNL with TSH of 2.46.

4. DM II. A1c was ordered but was not obtained reorder for this submitted and explained to wife that I would review with her when available hopefully next week.
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
