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CHIEF COMPLAINT

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in two traumatic brain injuries.  First one was in 2006 in Afghanistan.  The patient was in a military truck in a convoy.  The patient was in a gunning position.  The patient tells me that suddenly there was an IED explosion next to his truck.  The IED explosion blew up the truck.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He hit the head against metal parts in the truck.  The patient tells me that he had complete loss of consciousness for about a minute and 30 seconds.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient had difficulty speaking.  The patient had blurred vision.  The patient tells me that he kept on fighting.
The patient was involved in a second traumatic brain injury in 2007.  The patient was in Wisconsin playing football.  The patient tells me that he collided with another person, and he had multiple fracture in his facial bone.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, disorientation.
The patient tells me that currently he has significant memory loss.  The patient tells me that he has loss of time and place.  The patient has difficulty to speak words.  The patient has difficulty to say the words that he wanted to say.  The patient has difficulty to create concrete memory.  He also blurred vision.  The patient also has severe headaches.  His headaches almost on an everyday basis.
MoCA examination today shows score of 12/30.  The patient missed two on serial 7s.  The patient missed one on language.  The patient missed one on letter F.  The patient missed two on the abstraction.  The patient missed all five on delay recall.  The patient missed all six on orientation.  The patient MoCA examination score is 12/30.
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
