Thank you for this referral.

Sarah is seen today in the office. She does not communicate. Followup is being done for thrombocytopenia and history of recurrent DVT.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of mild intellectual disability and history of bipolar disorder. The patient is on Depakote and history of deep vein thrombosis in 2018.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 54-year-old.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Her recent lab WBC count is 6.6, hemoglobin 13.8, hematocrit 43.3, platelet count 165, Depakote level was 63.7, and rest of the lab evaluation were within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of thrombocytopenia secondary to Depakote now improved.

2. History of recurrent DVT none since last four to five years.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Agree with current care. Continue same. Followup in three months.
