SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today in followup in subacute rehab. The patient has been admitted with recent left knee septic arthritis status post incision and debridement in the hospital and currently she is on IV antibiotic. The patient was seen by me yesterday and today I came to see her again for followup for left leg and knee swelling. The patient has no shortness of breath. No chest pain. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/70 Pulse 80. Temperature 97.2 °F. Respiration 18 per minute. Pulse ox 94%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: The patient is seen. The left leg has swelling, but there is no redness. Left knee and also left lower extremity left thigh swelling noted. Right leg swelling is less compared to the right.

Neurologic: She is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

LABS: Lab ordered yesterday. The sodium level is 140, potassium 4.6, chloride 102, CO2 33, glucose 90, BUN 14, creatinine 0.7, AST 24, ALT 31, CPK levels will be reviewed. WBC count 10.02, hemoglobin 8.1, hematocrit 26.4, platelet count 530, and sed rate 75.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient is admitted with left knee septic arthritis status post incision and debridement

2. MRSA infection.

3. Hypertension.

4. Severe DJD.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. Leg swelling.
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PLAN OF CARE: Venous Doppler was ordered and is still pending. We will follow up on that. In the meantime continue IV antibiotics current care if she does have a chronic anemia and all her current medications reviewed and labs will be monitored closely. Care plan discussed with the patient and also the nursing staff.
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
