CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness in index finger and middle finger of both the hands.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed numbness and cold feeling in index finger and middle finger of both the hands and it happens randomly and it lasted for few minutes and the patient did not have any injuries; however, the patient also stated that he has noticed bluish discoloration.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, excessive weight loss or weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, numbness or tingling of the lower extremities, fatigue, or weakness.
The patient has a history of idiopathic thrombocytosis.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Both hand examinations reveal good pulses bilaterally and capillary refilling is also unremarkable. There is no tenderness or deformity at this time.
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
