CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness and pain in the both hands.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed pain and tingling in both the hands especially in the fingers at the nighttime and the daytime she is much better and the patient stated that this is going on for the past several months. The patient stated that she works a lot at home especially in the kitchen work and she has no history of injury or arthritis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
The patient has also gained weight in last few years.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
Examination of the both hands reveal no significant abnormality and there is no muscle wasting. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
