Followup progress note and evaluation of patient’s mental competency. The patient was readmitted. I have seen the patient yesterday. Today, I came to see the patient the nurse reported patient has a poor oral intake. She is able to swallow but very slowly not eating enough. When I came to see the patient, her niece at the bedside trying to help her feet. The patient herself is a poor historian. She denies any nausea or vomiting. No headache. No dizziness. I have reviewed the records, chart, and medications.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert. She is knows she is in hospital, but she does not know she is in the rehab unit. She is forgetful about the month. She is alert and oriented x1 only.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/66, pulse 80, temperature 98.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 94%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema.

Neuro: She is awake and forgetful. She has left side weakness from the recent stroke.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient is readmitted with recent diagnosis of pancreatic adenocarcinoma stage IIB with invasion into duodenum causing bleed and obstruction status post duodenal stenting placement with self expandable metal stents.

2. History of recurrent DVT bilateral left status post IVC filter placement.

3. Recent right MCA stroke with left-sided weakness.

4. The patient has a cognitive impairment. She is forgetful and disoriented.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction due to CVA.

6. Poor oral intake.

7. History of diabetes mellitus.
