This is a progress report on Asha Darnule.

This 78-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She feels fine. She does not have any symptoms. She is scheduled to have cataract surgery on the left eye and that is the reason she is here to have preop clearance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, history of hyperlipidemia, and history of hypothyroidism. The patient also had borderline diabetes.

She has been on medications for these conditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 178 pounds, and blood pressure 160/78.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Has bilateral occasional wheezing. She does have history of bronchial asthma.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Diabetes mellitus well controlled. Last hemoglobin A1c was 5.9 on August 7, 2025.

2. History of hypertension again well controlled.

3. History of bronchial asthma with periodic flare-up. Currently, she seems fine.

4. History of hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, A1c, TSH, and make further recommendations. However, the patient otherwise is in good health and she should be fine for proposed surgery with average risk.
