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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2008.  The patient was in Boot Camp in South Carolina.  The patient was running.  It was combat exercise.  The patient ran into another person head-to-head.  The patient collided.  He did not lose consciousness.  The patient experienced severe confusion and disorientation.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient has severe headache.  The second episode was in 2018, in Camp Lejeune.  The patient was doing an exercise, the patient slipped and fell and hit the head on the concrete.  The patient had severe head pain.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had amnesia.  The patient does not remember what happened the whole day that day.  The patient has a lot of the headache, dizziness, and lightheadedness symptoms.  Third episode was in 2013, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient was lying down on sleep bags, suddenly there was an explosion.  The patient tells me that the explosion has caused him dizziness, lightheadedness, and confusion.
Since the incidents, the patient has loss of concentration, blurred vision, vision problems in the right eye, severe migraines, vertigo, and poor memory.  Difficulty to focus.  Difficulty concentrate.  The patient tells me that he is taking migraines medication Imitrex.  The patient also has been taking lot of medications for depression, anxiety, and PTSD.
The patient tells me that he is in active duty in Marine.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his daily performance.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate, difficulty to focus.  Unable to remember his task duties.  The patient is unable to remember scheduled activities.  The patient would have forgetfulness even with names of the close relatives.  The patient has vision problem in the eyes.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his life.
MoCA examination score is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.
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
