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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in November 2004, according to the patient, the patient was in the Persian Gulf in an aircraft carrier.  The patient tells me that he was asleep.  Suddenly, there was missile alarm went off.  The patient tells me that he was putting on his mask.  He started running full speed.  He tells me that he went directly to the bulkhead in the door.  The patient tells me that the front of the forehead, hit directly on the metal part of bulkhead.  The patient tells me that he has immediately loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for five minutes.  He does not remember what happened after that.  As a matter of fact, he had amnesia.  He does not want remember what happened that day or day after.  The patient tells me it takes him about week, for his memory to slowly return.  He had severe headache, dizziness, and lightheadedness for the whole week.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also has suicidal acts during that week.
The patient currently has chronic daily headaches, dizziness, slurred speech, vision problems, light sensitivity, chemical intolerance, radiofrequency intolerance, brain swelling, wrong taste, wrong smell, memory loss, anxiety and panic attacks, and anger issues.
The patient is currently not working.
MoCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury. The patient was in an aircraft carrier of the Persian Gulf in 2004.  The patient was asleep, suddenly heard missile alarm, the patient started the running.  He tells me that he was running in full speed, and ran into bulkhead metal part.  The patient tells me the front of the head hit the bulk head.  The patient immediately lost consciousness.  He had amnesia, confusion, disorientation for the next one week.  The patient was suicidal that week.  Since the incident, the patient has chronic headache, dizziness, slurred speech, light sensitivity, cognitive problems, and memory loss.  The MoCA examination today shows that, his MoCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 up to 5 on delay recall.
It is my opinion that his chronic headaches and memory loss that he has related to traumatic brain injury.  These are very common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
