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1. JH, 31-year-old with a right hand injury consistent with boxer’s fracture, treated and was happy with the care received.

2. MG, 40-year-old with a second visit with abdominal pain, was referred to Dr. Moparty in Deerbrook for a HIDA scan which the patient did not go and left AMA. At this time, he had blood work repeated with no significant change except for a thickened gallbladder while still needs further workup and was set up at the Deerbrook on outpatient basis. He did not answer his phone.

3. RW, 63-year-old woman who presents with lightheadedness and dizziness. Blood pressure was elevated 185/82. CBC, CMP, chest x-ray and EKG within normal limits. The patient did have lots of wax in her ears, was given meclizine, declined and metoprolol for blood pressure; she states I have never had blood pressure issues. She is going to see her regular doctor today, but she was upset because Dr. Hammeke offered her blood pressure medication and she has never had blood pressure and she thought that the blood pressure elevation was because of her dizziness. I told her she needs to check that. So, she will see her PCP today.

4. BT, 44-year-old woman with possible spider bite to right arm and cellulitis noted. CBC, CMP, and x-rays negative. Rocephin and clindamycin were given in the ER on an outpatient basis. The patient did not answer the phone.

5. IL, 65-year-old woman with dizziness, lightheadedness, and low blood pressure. Blood pressure was actually okay. Urinalysis, swab test, cardiac workup, and EKG all within normal limits. She was told to drink more fluids. She was happy with the care received.

6. MS, is a 53-year-old woman who left. She came in with vomiting and diarrhea, but she left because the wait was too long and too many patients were waiting, she tells me. She went to a different ER, but she likes our facility and has been here many times.
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7. TW, is a 41-year-old male with cough and vomiting. CBC, CMP, swab test, and urinalysis within normal limits. Treated with Zofran and Protonix. He is feeling better. Chest x-ray was also negative as well. He was sent home with Zofran. Left message for the patient to call back.

8. BS, is a 10-year-old with an injured wrist. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with sprain. Left message for mother to call back.

9. LD, 48-year-old with history of heart disease and hypertension, presents with shoulder and arm pain after an MVA. Blood pressure 194/121. Blood work within normal limits. Treated with nitroglycerin, aspirin, morphine and metoprolol, was sent to a different facility for a V/Q scan because could not handle the dye. Subsequently, the patient was transferred to Deerbrook Hospital. The phone number is not a working number.

10. JC, 6-year-old child with ear pain with perforated tympanic membrane, treated with Rocephin and amoxicillin. Mother was happy with the care received.

11. CE, 29-year-old with stomach problems consistent with gastroenteritis. Lab, urinalysis, UDS, and hCG all within normal limits including amylase and lipase. Doing much better today. Treated with Zofran and Protonix.

12. FN, 17-year-old with fever and abdominal pain. Swab test negative. Urinalysis negative. Diagnosed with mittelschmerz after swab test came back negative. The phone number is not a working number. She came in with fever and abdominal pain and the workup was negative including UA and swab test. No CT scan was done.
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
