HPI: The patient is a 95-year-old female in residence since 09/09/2025. Baseline labs were drawn and reviewed with her today in her room. I went in to see her after lunch and she was curled up on her bed stating that she was just resting. She is very talkative and was telling me about the fact that she decided that she was just going to start meeting people and started introducing herself to several of the women, but one at a time as she had watched them and noticed that they all seemed to know each other, but did not often remember each other’s names. She stated she found that surprising, but shocking. There is a woman across from her the opposite hallway who she thought was also new here and so she introduced herself thinking “well! we are both knew, we can become friends,” the other resident has been here for some time, but they become friends, being tablemates for meals and sitting out talking with one another, so she has just made herself quite comfortable. Overall, she states that she feels good, she enjoys being here and so far is acclimating to facility.
